“Faith is a living daring confidence in God’s grace so certain that you
could stake your life on it one thousand times.” Martin Luther

October 31, 1517 is connected with Martin Luther’s posting of
Ninety-Five Theses against the sale of indulgences on the door of
the Castle Church in Wittenberg, in the territory then known as
Electoral Saxony which is now a part of Germany.
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Martin Luther’s hope was not to become famous make a lot of
money, or even to start a new church. Rather, his goal was to
restore and to renew the gospel message of God’s grace. Luther
believed that God’s grace only needs to be received through faith
in Jesus Christ who is crucified and risen for us.

A verse of scripture that guided the faith and theology of Martin
Luther came from Romans 1: 16-17: For I am not ashamed of the
gospel; it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who has faith,
to the Jew first and also to the Greek. For in it the righteousness of
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God is revealed through faith for faith; as it is written, “The one who

is righteous will live by faith.”

The enduring truths that came out of the Reformation are the

same today in 2017 as they were in 1517.

e A Christian lives in Christ through faith and in service to his
neighbor through love.

e We are saved from our sin and given new life here and now
and eternal life in the future not by our good works but by the
grace of God through faith.

e When the good news of the gospel is preached, when someone
is baptized, when we receive the Lord’s Supper, then God’s
grace is at actively at work.

On Sunday, October 29th, two days before the five hundred year

anniversary of the Reformation, we will be remembering our

Lutheran heritage. On that day we will have a unity service at 9:30

am.

As a whole congregation, during worship, we will be singing

together many hymns that came out of the Reformation, the

Sunday school children will be receiving a special children’s book

on the life of Martin Luther, and my sermon for that day will be on

Martin Luther and the Reformation. My prayer is that this service

will be very meaningful to us all.

May this coming anniversary of the Reformation make us pause

and remember, by faith, the life-giving Gospel message of Jesus

Christ.
